The Ladysmith Community
Health Centre (LCHC) is a
primary health care centre

offering a variety of programs to
the local community.

For example, the Falls
Prevention Program has multi-
disciplinary involvement from
occupational therapist (OT),
physiotherapist (PT), nursing,
and Dietitian Services. Some
referrals come through the
Urgent Care department via a
weekly team meeting to review
the Seniors at Risk forms that
are filled out for every Urgent
Care patient who is 75 or older.

The LCHC also accepts self
referrals and referrals from
other health care providers.
Some of the people seen by the
Falls Prevention Program go on
to participate in a weekly
exercise class run by our PT.
The PT also works with more
traditional out-patients such as
people post total knee or total
hip replacement. The centre
also offers a neuro out-patient
program where clients come in
for weekly sessions with an OT,
PT, or both. As the centre also
houses Home and Community
Care (HCC), there are great
opportunities to work
collaboratively with their
rehabilitation staff and to take
advantage of the group
programs offered by HCC such
as the FAME program (Stroke
Exercise Program), which is an
exercise program for people
post stroke.

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Care Delivery Model Redesign

The Care Delivery Model Redesign(CDMR) is one of VIHA's four
System Wide Initiatives (SW1) that will support excellence in patient
care while adjusting to health human resource shortages.

Under the direction of our Director, Rob Crisp , we (the department of Rehabilitation Services) have
been asked to provide input into this initiative through the establishment of three working groups:
acute care, in-patient rehabilitation, and out-patients. Through a collaborative group process the in-
patient and acute care working groups were combined to examine role, scope, and function for each

discipline within Rehabilitation Services.

Defining the work we do as professionals within an interdisciplinary care team is a first step. Through a shared common
voice from each respective discipline we may then share our understanding of our roles with other members of our
health care team. We hope that by defining our roles and examining our practices, as well as our unique and shared
competencies, that we can all work to full scope.

As a first step, the combined working group has developed an initial role, scope, and function (RS&F) document which
is now being shared with others in our respective disciplines across the island. This document is but a beginning
toward transformational change; the process of engaging others in conversation to define shared expectations of role
and function is the bigger step. This will be a multi-phased process.

Step One Step Two Step Three

Bits & Bites from Information Systems

Last Fall, Information Systems (IS) piloted a new electronic statistics system for two Acute Care units
in the South Island; one at the Royal Jubilee Hospital (3 Centre) and one at Victoria General
Hospital (4A.)

The initial pilot ran through Period 8 (Oct 12/09 — Nov 16/09) and physiotherapists, occupational
therapists, and rehabilitation assistants from both units participated. There are numerous
efficiencies with the new system — everything is done automatically once the statistics are entered.
The system will allow IS to not only meet Ministry of Health obligations regarding the number of new
patients seen (total attendances, total patience care units), but also allow IS to examine the numbers
and types of priorities seen (or not seen) on each of the units, where and how many ALC patients
were seen as well as provide some patient demographics— diagnostic groupings, referring physician
and discharge destination. IS would like to thank all the staff involved in the pilot, most especially
volunteers: Shirley Morton, Jessica Lowrie, Laura Halbert, Jenn Bond, Caryn Mackay, and Leo
Barbieri . Itis anticipated that the e-Stats system will be rolled out to all RJH and VGH units
throughout the summer of 2010.

IS is also trialing a new system for collecting statistics in the out-patient department at the Royal
Jubilee Hospital (Adanac) using Outlook Calendars. There are significant efficiencies to the system
once it is fine tuned. Dr. Claire Sira , Neuropsychologist in the Out-patient Neuro Program at Victoria
General Hospital, was the catalyst for this system and has been successfully using it for the past
several periods. Physiotherapists and occupational therapists in the Out-Patient Neuro Program
have just started trialing this system in Period 13.

The Canadian Institute for Health Information (CIHI) has developed a new e-reporting system that
creates endless opportunities for designing personalized VIHA reports for in-patient rehabilitation.
There is also a commitment from the Performance Monitoring and Improvement Department to make
our rehabilitation data available to VIHA Directors and Managers via the IDEAS program.
